the enfire hooded area 1o help the lid appear to recede. Blend.

3. Accent Shade: Apply from the base of the lashline and over the enfire
hooded area to help it appear fo recede and blend. Sweep the accent
color underneath the lower lashes 1o define. Hooded eyes really benefil
from a welldefined lashline — upper and lower.
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For Wide-Set Eyes: Eyes that are more than one eye
width apart.
